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Colleges and Schools
Walden has four colleges and a Center for Undergraduate Studies. Each shares a commitment to 
preparing students to meet the demands of a changing workforce while advancing the greater good.

The Richard W. Riley College of Education and Leadership
The Richard W. Riley College of Education and Leadership, named for the former Secretary of 
the U.S. Department of Education, is Walden’s largest college, with more than 44,000 students 
and alumni. Walden’s programs support the needs of educators at all levels, from preschool 
through higher education, and at all stages, including new and veteran classroom teachers, 
experienced faculty members and administrators, and career-changers interested in teaching.

College of Health Sciences
The College of Health Sciences is home to Walden’s School of Health Sciences and School of 
Nursing. Academic programs include a bachelor’s completion degree program as well as master’s 
and doctoral degrees in such areas as nursing, public health, and health services. Students learn 
the skills they need to take on greater responsibility as nurse leaders, health policy-makers, and 
public health advocates. Faculty members are active practitioners in their fields, and 100 percent 
of School of Nursing faculty members hold doctoral degrees.

College of Social and Behavioral Sciences
The College of Social and Behavioral Sciences is composed of three professional schools: the 
School of Counseling and Social Service, the School of Psychology, and the School of Public Policy 
and Administration. The School of Public Policy and Administration is the first fully online public 
administration school in the United States. Degree programs, such as those in criminal justice and 
nonprofit management, incorporate perspectives from experts and practitioners in the field.

College of Management and Technology
The College of Management and Technology includes the School of Management and the NTU 
School of Engineering and Applied Science. Working professionals have the opportunity to 
earn bachelor’s and master’s degrees as well as a Ph.D. in Management or a Doctor of Business 
Administration. This college prepares students to be leaders in business, information systems,  
and technology.

Center for Undergraduate Studies
The Center for Undergraduate Studies reflects the university’s commitment to providing broader 
access to higher education. The center is the home of the university’s general education core 
courses as well as a range of undergraduate degree programs. Students have the opportunity 
to pursue a bachelor of science degree in any of the following areas: interdisciplinary studies, 
business administration, child development, communication, computer information systems, 
criminal justice, instructional design and technology, accounting, information technology, health 
studies, nursing, and psychology.
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
